Why Acting?

Consider this quotation from
the book, A Whole New Mind
by David Pink:

“...the keys to the kingdom are
changing hands. The future
belongs to a very different kind of
person with a very different kind of
mind...creators and empathizers,
pattern-recognizers and
meaning-makers. These people -
artists, inventors, designers,
storytellers, and big picture
thinkers will now reap society’s
richest rewards and share in its
greatest joys.”

Why Acting? Because it
encompasses the very skills
that 21st Century learners will
need in order to be successful
in their jobs & life...and it's one
of the few courses that focuses
on these skills almost
exclusively.

Purpose of the Course:

The purpose of Advanced
Acting is to learn about the
process and product of
theatre through the hands-on
activity of producing a show
for the greater community. All
Adv. Acting shows are
produced in the OHS Black
Box Theatre.

Adv. Acting is broken down by tasks in a process, rather than by “units”. See
below for the tasks in Adv. Acting that lead to the final production:

Task 1: Creative Collahoration
How can performens bedt collaborate for the dake of perjormarce art?

This task is focused on creating community among a new group of
performers, responding creatively/collaboratively to a series of dramatic
prompts, and creating a better understanding and response to group
dynamics.

Task 2: Dramaturgy & Production Planning

How can the context of a show affect ils meaning/inlerprelation/dlaging?

What are the necessary and meaningful stepd to prodiuce a dhow of value?

This task is focused on the process of conducting strong research on relevant

topics and themes related to the class show, as well as on the process of
producing/mounting a meaningful show.

Task 3: Character Analysis

How can dtrong characler analysis affect an actors portrayal?

This task is focused on analyzing the characters students will be playing in
the class show (through script & self analysis tasks/activities).

Task 4: Personal Design Project (or Team)
What are the design dltepd (and learning) needed to effectively create both, technical and
vidual dedign elements in a dftow?

This task is focused on designing & creating various props, costumes, set
pieces, (and/or technical elements), etc. needed for the class production.

Tasks 9-6: Rehearsal Process /
Performance

How can/does sbrong process = dbuong product?

This task is focused on the process and product of strong rehearsal and
performance.
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Course: Adv. Acting

Since this is a process and performance-based
course, much of the course’s work is done in
class. Most assignments are collaborative and
project-based...leading up to a final show.
